Due Dates, Late Work, and Progress Reviews
All assignments and their criteria will be posted in WINGS the day they are given to the students. We strive to record assignment completion in WINGS within one week of the due date.

Due Dates: Due dates will be posted with the assignment. All assignments are due at the beginning of the class session, unless otherwise noted. We do not give class time to work on assignments that are past due. Assignments may be posted as a PASS initially, but once reviewed the assignment may need more effort and be changed to an INSUFFICIENT. If this is the case, students will have another opportunity to improve the assignment. Work that is missing major aspects of the assignment guidelines will be marked INCOMPLETE and be treated as late. Insufficient and incomplete work will be due by the next progress period (the 20th of the month).

Late work: Work that is turned in late will automatically lose 20% of its points, if the assignment is scored. You must maintain a 70% or better to receive satisfactory progress for the month. Late work must be turned in by the 20th of the month or before to be considered in the current monthly progress. If the 20th falls on a weekend, the work must be turned in by the following Monday. We will not correct assignments that were due in the previous month’s grading period, unless there are unusual student circumstances (illness, family emergency).

Late work due to illness/absence: If you miss class due to illness or other absence, you are expected to look on WINGS and read the class notes to see what went on in class for the day. In addition, you are expected to go to the assignment link and see if there were any new assignments given. If you are sick at home, but still able to read and complete homework, parents are encouraged to pick up assignments. Students who are absent can turn in missed assignments one week after the due date without a late penalty.

30-day reviews and monthly progress: Non-performing students set a poor example for others and can create an atmosphere of negativity. This year, a student will have to pass all three of the major components of our program (Science, English, and Social Studies) in order to get satisfactory progress for the month. They will be placed on academic probation after two months of unsatisfactory progress, which do not have to be consecutive months. Our goal is to keep the bar high for all of our students and to model a positive academic focus.
